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Summer Wildlife Tips by chelsea SHAPIRO

With summer finally here, there’s no doubt you have noticed wildlife 
becoming more active! There are several species of animals that are 
already raising litters of babies and certainly more on the way. Babies 
are the reason we see a huge increase in our patient numbers during 
spring and summer so here are a few tips to help keep babies with 
their parents whenever possible - Mother always knows best!

1.	 Cottontail Rabbits only feed their babies twice a day (typically 
at dawn and dusk) and are away from the nest the rest of the day. Their 
nests are shallow, inconspicuous holes covered with fur and grass so 
they blend into a lawn very easily. People are often surprised when 
they discover a nest and that surprise can turn into concern when 
they don’t see a mother nearby. Chances are, these babies are not 
orphaned! Leave the nest alone and watch from afar for an adult. 

2.	 When the majority of young songbirds leave their nest, they do 
not know how to fly and will hop around on the ground for several 
days. We call these birds “fledglings.” They have outgrown the crowded 
nest and it’s time for them to explore their surroundings and learn to 
find food for themselves. However, they are still not fully independent. 
Parents will fly down to the babies and feed them for the next several 
days to weeks and continue to raise them from afar. Babies will take 
cover in low branches and bushes at nightfall and continue to learn 
how to fly more and more with each day! 

3.	 Please, please, please do not trap and relocate wildlife at this 
time of year. First, trapping an animal and driving it to a nearby “park” 
or “field” is illegal unless you have permission from the city or property 
owner to do so. Second, you could be orphaning babies by taking their 
mother or father away from them! There are many “humane hazing 
techniques” you can use to encourage wild animals to leave an area 
you may not want them to be. A mother will relocate her nest and 
babies when these techniques are used and our staff and volunteers 
are happy to walk you through exactly what to do - all you have to do 
is call!

The best tip we can offer you with any wildlife issue is to call us when 
you are unsure what to do before intervening. We answer over 10,000 
phone calls every year and are happy to help with any questions you 
may have. We answer phone calls 7 days a week, 9am-5pm. Please do 
not be discouraged if we are unable to answer right away- sometimes 
all lines are busy during this time of year! Leave a message and we will 
call you back as soon as possible! (262)965-3090.   You can also visit 
our website at www.helpingwildlife.org as a first resource or after 
hours for helpful information about wildlife situations.

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Hibernating Herps?  
Not at WINC!      			   by jen BREI

Our reptile and amphibian 
room (nicknamed “Turtle 
Town”) was booked up 
this past winter!  At one 
point we had 18 patients 
including 11 turtles, one 
tree frog, 4 salamanders, 
and 2 snakes.  All but one 
of these patients came 
to us since the summer 
of 2014. One patient, a 
snapping turtle, has been 
at WINC since summer 

2013, when she suffered a carapace (or top shell) fracture from 
being hit by a car.

Reptiles and amphibians (collectively known as herps) have very 
slow metabolisms, which in turn leads to extremely slow wound 
healing.  This explains why we still have a snapping turtle from 2013. 
The slow metabolism of herps also allows them to hibernate in 
winter when they are in the wild. If a herp’s wounds are not healed 
by fall, we overwinter them at WINC. Even though it’s a natural 
process for them, we don’t let them hibernate.  If we did, their 
normally slow body processes would slow down even further and 
healing would come to a standstill.  We keep them in a warm, humid 
environment in Turtle Town so that the healing process continues 
through winter.  If we would have released any of these patients 
in fall before their wounds were completely healed, healing would 
have halted through winter.

Along with the snapping turtle mentioned above, we also had 
another snapping turtle with a 
carapace fracture from being 
hit by a car.  Four Blandings 
turtle hatchlings and 5 painted 
turtles comprised our turtle 
patients. The Blandings 
turtles were found as eggs in 
northern Wisconsin last fall 
and, when they hatched, they 
were brought to us for care.  
Blandings turtles were recently 
taken off the endangered 
species list so they were a 
unique patient to admit! The 
Painted turtles arrived at our 
Center through a variety of circumstances; one had a fractured 
carapace from a vehicle hit, one was found stranded in a parking 
lot, and three were brought to us as unwanted pets.

There was also an Eastern Gray Tree Frog in our herp 
room.  He was also brought to us as an unwanted pet.  
He changes colors like a chameleon so it was fun for the 
staff and volunteers  to see what he looked like from day 
to day.

Four Eastern Tiger 
Salamanders were 
calling WINC home temporarily.  One was found in 
the grass outside and three were found in a wood pile 
in someone’s basement.  Two of these little smiling cu-
ties had minor toe injuries, which have now healed.

One Red-bellied Snake and one Common garter 
Snake were with us too. The Red-bellied was found 
in someone’s garage and the Common Garter was 
found wrapped around a water heater in someone’s 
basement. Smart snake to find warmth like that! Nei-
ther had any injuries; they just were found trying to 
escape the cold.

Wild herps are not meant to be kept in captivity as pets. They fare far better in the wild 
where they were meant to be and require very unique and intensive care that only licensed 
rehabilitators have experience in.  If you find any of these little critters in or around your 
house from November to April, please call WINC if you are in our neck of the woods or 
call your local wildlife rehabilitator. To capture and transport safely, place the herp into a box 
(with air holes) with damp bedding on the bottom. Keep them in a quiet, dark place until you 
can contact a rehabilitator, preferably within 24 hours.
