 This letter is in response to your interest in the baby bird feeder program at the Wildlife In Need 
Center. If you would like to volunteer, please fill out the Baby Bird Feeding Application/Release Form 
as well as an Emergency Contact and Availability Form, even if you have filled one out in previous 
years. We do ask for updated info each year. Feel free to tell your friends about our volunteer program 
as well.  
 There are three orientation classes scheduled (starting in the spring of the year). All volunteers, 
including past experienced baby bird feeders, must attend one of the three classes. Adults who will 
volunteer with 12 and 13 year olds should also attend. Parents and guardians of 14 years and older 
volunteers are welcome as well but not required to attend.  
 Training Classes are held at Wildlife In Need Center. Please contact WINC at 262-965-3090 or 
lrowe@helpingwildlife.org to sign up for the class of your choice. You will need to names, the number 
of attendees and a phone number in case we need to change or cancel the class at the last minute. This is 
important so that we can plan adequate space for the class and class materials, as well as advise you of 
any last minute changes.  
 Bring your completed Baby Bird Feeding Application and also your completed Emergency 
Contact and Availability Form to the class. These are 2-sided forms so please fill out both sides. Feel 
free to call if you have any questions. Please note that children 12 and 13 years old must be 
accompanied by an adult, both for the class and for volunteer shifts at the Center.  
 Our Baby Bird Feeders do a wonderful job raising hundreds of young birds every year – we’re 
looking forward to seeing you! 
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
